Candidate judges attend this workshop during the first spring following their
admittance to the International Judging Program. The workshop begins Thursday evening and concludes Saturday evening. The
official judging panel serves as faculty for the workshop, and Music Specialist Carolyn Healey will be Panel Chair and the on-site
coordinator. The participants trial score both the quartet and chorus competitions.

DIVISION A CHORUSES (15-30 members). Medals will be presented for the top three placements.

The Quartet and Chorus Briefings are separate.

The Quartet Briefing will be held at 10:00 p.m. on Thursday, April 10, in the contest hall of the NKCC. It will last approximately

do a stage walk-on immediately following the briefing.

The Chorus Briefing will be held immediately following the quartet contest on Friday, April 11, in the pre-stage holding area of
the NKCC. The pre-stage holding area is adjacent to the contest hall. All competing directors and their president/team
manager are expected to attend. Chorus directors will have an opportunity to inspect the stage on Friday night following the
Panel Chair’s official inspection and mic testing with the 2007 Champion Chorus. The inspection and mic testing will follow the
Quartet Competition in the NKCC.

o Presidents/Team Managers must bring 2 copies of the List of Competing Members, which is an International form.
Remember to include the SAI member identification number for each member on the List of Competing Members.
You will receive the List of Competing Members form from International Headquarters after they receive your Intent to
Compete form. You may also create your own electronic version of this International form.

Cell phones must be turned off in the contest hall in respect for our accapella singers. Cell phones also may not be used in the contest
hall between contestants or during breaks or intermission. Please relate this information to your members and ask them to tell their
family members and friends who are attending the contest.

AGAIN THIS YEAR! Those choruses who made advance requests for Saturday morning rehearsal times will be emailed the rehearsal
schedule from Darlene Huse, CC. See the Personnel list in this bulletin for Darlene’s contact info and address. Rehearsal rooms will
not have risers; however, the director will be elevated. Please be prompt for both arrival and departure. If you arrive late, you must still
leave at the scheduled time.

The Quartet Contest starts at 3:00 p.m. The Chorus  Contest starts at 2:00 p.m.  This is a change from last year. These start times
were required by Sweet Adelines International since Region #4 is hosting the ACJ Workshop. The Quartet Contest is on Friday, April
11. The Chorus Contest is on Saturday, April 12.

Food will be served in the NKCC right across from the contest hall on both Friday and Saturday, including during the competitions.
They will offer a full range of items--hot and cold items, snacks, sweets and beverages. You can stay on site and eat without missing
much of the competition.
